The information from the DBMS USSRAC forms can be copied and pasted in (no new information is required). Just note the smaller word count allowance on the NSERC website. The DBMS USSRAC forms will be used for adjudication by the Department of Biomedical and Molecular Sciences.

All applications will be reviewed together. The top ranked NSERC eligible applicants will be allocated awards first. All remaining NSERC USRA applications will then go into the pool with the USSRF applications and be ranked accordingly.  

The following criteria will be considered when evaluating and ranking the applications:
1. Academic excellence of the student applicant.
2. Research Potential of the student
3. Proposed Project.
4. Quality of Training
